
KID's VOUCHER
ZOO or AQUARIUM

FOR ANY PARTICIPATING

Voucher and sticker are both valid for one (1) use only and must be given to the admission officer at time of entry. The Admissions Officer 
will keep this voucher; invalidate the ZooPass sticker on the Crayola package by placing an ‘X’ through it, and return the Crayola package 
to the consumer. Valid March 9, 2009 through to December 31, 2009 or until end of 2009 season. *Vouchers and Passes  are applicable 
to children 12 years of age and under, unless otherwise specified by a participating location. Voucher is not redeemable for cash. Voucher 
has no commercial value unless accompanied by a valid ZooPass sticker from specially-marked Crayola products.

Present this voucher along with your specially-marked Crayola Package (with original ZooPass Sticker 
attached) at any participating CAZA zoo/aquarium location, and receive One Free Child* Admission, when 
accompanied by a regular fare-paying adult.
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To use this voucher you must:
1.   Print this voucher on a standard 8.5” x 11” sheet of paper (in colour or black and white)
2.   Cut out the voucher along the dotted lines
3.  Bring the voucher AND the Crayola product packaging (with kids’ zoo pass sticker attached), to the admissions gate of   
      any participating CAZA zoo/aquarium.
4.  Present both the voucher and the Crayola product package to the zoo/aquarium admissions agent.  The admissions agent 
     will retain the printed voucher, will void the on-pack sticker, and will return the Crayola package to you.
5.  Upon payment for one regular adult admission, you will receive one free child admission (12 years of age and under unless 
      otherwise specified by a participating location).
6.  Voided stickers cannot be used again with another downloaded voucher. One use only.
7.   Voucher and sticker/pass not redeemable for cash
8.  Voucher is only valid at participating zoo/aquariums listed on the Crayola Zoo Promotion Website
